Advent Devotional: The Fruit of the Spirit: 
Preparing Our Hearts for Christ's Coming

This Advent, we will journey together through the
fruits of  the Spirit, as found in Galatians 5:22-23:
love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control.
Each week, we will explore different clusters of
these fruits, and hear from members of  our church
family. They will share honestly about which fruits
flow naturally in their lives and which ones feel like a
struggle. These personal reflections remind us that
spiritual growth is not about achieving perfection. It
is about bringing our whole selves before God,
including our strengths and weaknesses, and
trusting the Holy Spirit to do His transforming work.
Look out for the emails during Advent, and may this
Advent season draw us closer to Christ and to one
another as we grow together in His Spirit.
